A Show Like No Other is a live piece in which a team works to make an artwork in 5 mins, then take it apart and repeat the process.
The core aim of the show is to deliver:
An entirely new artwork
Every five minutes.
Never the same twice.
Only seen by you.

The piece has been run in multiple places with different teams and sets of making materials.
So far, within A Show Like No Other’s lifespan, over 400 unique artworks have been created.

Gnomedrives store files relating to the ‘Gnomes’ project, a project spanning 2 years and 3 countries in whic
soap gnomes were placed gradually in provocative locations to be noticed or ignored, collected or discarded,
and stir conversation. Over 300 gnomes were produced and dispersed in this time.

The most notorious of all the 200+ gnomes, The
Gnomelanding' refers to the event in which a gnome
was placed on top of Anthony Gormley's sculpture
Clasp’ on Newcastle University campus.

The initial attempt to go the gnome onto the
sculpture was done using homemade fishing rods
at 2am, but a security team prevented this, stating

permission from the artist was required. | asked
Gormley at a subsequent artist talk if he would

permit the gnome. He said yes.

The next day, this time with a ladder, | prepared to
install the gnome, however was informed by an on
the ground health & safety officer that | hadn't had
ladder training. | got ladder training, but couldn't get
clearance from the unoversity board of directors.
Eventually the arrangement was made for it to be
placed up there by a technician operated cherry-
picker on the condition it would come down after 5
days.

It was installed in that manner to much fanfare, and
stayed for 4 days. By the morning of the 5th day it
had been stolen.

The plan is to create 10 envelopes which each have an
iInstruction written on them that dictates the situation in
which they must be opened.

These are posted to recipients who are selected by some
random giveaway procedure. Each one Is unique.

The recipient must seek out the situation in the instruction
before opening. The contents of the letter relate to the
feelings or atmosphere that the situation is likely to
present, whilst giving space for the individuality of that
specific recipients scenario.

The contents of the letters might be things such as
writing, drawings, photographs, very small objects,
foldout booklets, audio (like in those audio gift cards), and
SO on.

The individual letters may vary. For example- 3 In the
presence of wildlife might contain over 50 photos and
drawings relating to animals, as well as some texts
relating both to wider theory on animals and more
personal relationships with them, however 1 with a close
friend might contain a simple prompt for the recipient: tell
them |[your close friend] how you feel about them.
